in our faith and obedience

Leadership Expectations

calendar year if you are under 18 years old and at least once if you are over 18 years old

*  We expect that all working in student ministries to be consistent in attendance at leadership
meetings and youth events and communicate clearly if unable to attend meetings

*  We expect that all working in student ministries be friendly and warm to all who attend youth
group

*  We expect that all working in student ministries reasonably put aside close personal relationships
(best friends, boyfriend/girlfriend, spouse, children) for the sake of ministry at youth events

ministry and others working together on the team
